In questions 1 – 40, you have to say whether the statement made is true or false, by putting T or F in the first column.

Questions 41 – 55 describe situations in either a singles match between A and X or a doubles match between A/B and X/Y.
You have to say what decision the umpire should take by putting A for a point to A or A/B, X for a point to X or X/Y,     L for a let or N for no action.

The paper has three sections which all must be passed although not all in one sitting. Candidates will only re-sit sections that they fail

	1. The umpire should suspend play if he is satisfied that a player is suffering from cramp and needs a short rest
	
	

	2. A player can interrupt a rally to request a time out
	
	

	3. Players should remain within 3 metres of the playing area during a match
	
	

	4. The blade of the racket must be covered with plain pimpled rubber or sandwich rubber on at least one of its sides
	
	

	5. Player’s clothing may not carry a design or words that is likely to cause offence.
	
	

	6. During a match the expedite system may be introduced at any time if both players agree
	
	

	7. The rally is automatically a let if one of the players accidentally moves the table
	
	

	8. The assistant umpire can decide on edge balls at the ends of the table
	
	

	9. If during a rally a player’s racket touches the playing surface the umpire should take no action
	
	

	10. If the ball in service touches the server’s court and then the net, the umpire should immediately call “let”
	
	

	11. The umpire should wait until the result of a rally has been determined before correcting an error in the order of serving

	41. The umpire delays calling the score until applause has died down but, before he can do so, A serve and a new rally begins
	
	

	42. A serves holding the racket in his right hand and then transfers it to his left hand for the remainder of the rally
	
	

	43. As A strikes the ball, he accidently moves the table slightly. The ball lands on X’s court but X makes no attempt to return it
	
	

	44. In a doubles match A is in a wheelchair and his partner is a standing player. During a rally B runs behind player A and makes a good return which X is unable to return
	
	

	45. As Y serves B glances at the score indicator. Surprised B tries to but fails to return the ball, and then says he is not ready
	
	

	46.In the first game of a match Y is warned for a doubtful service. In the 3rd  game, the umpire suspects but is not sur, that a service by X which A fails to return is illegal
	
	

	47. A, unable to reach the ball returned by X, throws his racket at it. The ball strikes the racket and rebounds over the net to land on X’s court: X fails to make a good return
	
	

	48. A makes a good return but drops his racket which slides across the playing surface and comes to rest against the clamp of the net post; X fails to make a good return
	
	

	49. In a doubles match, Y serves and A and X successfully make good returns. B then catches the ball and tells the umpire that X should have served, but he is wrong
	
	

	50. During service A throws the ball high into the air and catches the ball because he realises that it is falling so that he would have to strike the ball over the playing surface
	
	

	51. After making a good return X stumbles and drops his racket, and to steady himself he rests the hand with which he has held the racket on the playing surface. A’s next return is not good 
	
	

	52. A serves to X who is in a wheelchair, and the ball bounces on X’s court and passes over the side line. X’s return is good but then A returns the ball to the other side of X’s court, out of X’s reach
	
	

	53. The ball strikes the back of A’s racket hand and rebounds on to X’s court, just over the net. X manages to make a good return but in doing so he accidentally touches the net with his racket  
	
	

	54. The ball returned by A, bounces on X’s court and spins back over the net. X runs round the table and and strikes the ball directly down on A’s court, and A fails to make a good return
	
	

	55. In service Y tries, but fails, to strike the ball as it is rising. He tries again as it is falling and this time makes contact with the handle of the racket. The ball then bounces from his righthand half-court onto the centre line of the opponent’s court
