Why not become an umpire
Why and How
Table Tennis Scotland places a high value on good umpiring and are rightly respected throughout the Table Tennis World.
The need for new blood is no more evident than now and we would like to encourage young umpires to take up the challenge.
Qualifications start with the Introduction to Umpiring test paper which leads on to full umpires test paper and practical exam to become a Scottish National Umpire(Download test papers from www.tabletennisscotland.co.uk).   The practical exam consists of umpiring at an Open Tournament at singles and doubles, using hand signals, to show the examiner that you can take charge and control a match. The examiner will also reprise your written paper and go through the few questions that you failed to answer correctly.
The International Umpires Exam consists of a written paper only and is held every two years (2016 was the last). The Umpires and Referees coordinator will decide if you have the relevant experience to be put forward for this exam.
Umpires who gain this award can umpire at open tournaments all over the World. Those that are regularly assessed at these events can go on to become an International Umpire (Blue Badge) which will then allow you to umpire at the European and World Championships and the Olympic Games.
